Your quilt must have a heart somewhere on the front surface other than just in the quilting. It can be a heart or heart
print fabric.

Quilt must be started during this calendar year-2023
The challenge is open to guild members only

There will be four (4) categories:
Large — (40X40 or larger)
Small — (less than 40X40)
Other — Wearable Art clothing, placemats, totes and bags, etc
Original — This is for any quilted item that is your original design and not purchased or otherwise copied from
someone else. This is your opportunity to let your creativity shine.

Our challenge will culminate in an exhibit and competition of all completed entries on January 8, 2024. If you have
any questions please contact Irene Oehmke.
