Our March speaker gave me many ideas that could be incorporated into a quilt for this year's challenge.  She showed a quilt with five-pointed stars (the ones with irregular length points making them easy to make).  If you made a quilt with four of these stars, you would have twenty points.  Making it out of unusual fabric for a star (tractors or trains, etc) would make it crazy.  She showed a quilt with fish, and used clear buttons for the bubbles.  If you made fish and had used 20 buttons, that would satisfy the 20 requirement.  Make the fish from brick or board fabric to make it crazy.  You could put twenty flowers on your quilt -- make them out of vegetable or wild animal fabric.  There are so many possibilities.  Just keep an open mind and think, think, think.  Everyone can be creative.

20th Anniversary Block of the Month Quilt   


Ellen Pahl
Finished size: 62 1/2" x 75"
Finished blocks: 9" x 9"

Number of blocks: 12 monthly blocks and 20 setting blocks

Celebrate the 20th anniversary of our guild by making a block each month for the next year, along with 20 setting blocks.

This quilt is ideal for using up scraps, but yardages are given below if you want all of your background fabrics to be the same within the blocks. Yardage is also given for borders (finished width of 5 1/2") and matching setting triangles. Feel free to add more borders if you want a larger quilt, or use a medium or dark border fabric to create more of a frame around your quilt.

The quilt is adapted from the Cross-Country Quilt that appears in the book, Marsha McCloskey’s Block Party, published by Rodale in 1998.

To make each block of the month with the same background fabric, purchase:

1 1/2 yards of light print for blocks

For setting triangles and borders, purchase:


2 1/4 yards of light print 

You may want to wait until the blocks are made to decide on your borders. The yardage allows for borders to be cut lengthwise so no piecing is needed.

8 squares, 2 1/8" x 2 1/8"; cut in half diagonally once to make 16 triangles

2. Sew triangle units together in pairs as @
shown. Make 4 of each. Add light 1 3/4"
squares to 4 of the units.

shown. Make 4.

4. Sew the medium/dark 2" square between 2
light rectangles.

5. Arrange the units together with the light
rectangles as shown. Sew together and press.

2 squares, 4 1/4" x 4 1/4"; cut in half diagonally twice to make 8 triangles

SEWING
1. Sew the light and dark triangles together in

pairs; sew the pairs together to make an
hourglass unit. Make 4.

2. Arrange the hourglass units, the light
squares, and the medium square in rows as
shown. Sew the units into rows.
