Don’t Miss Out!
There are still some openings in the Bobbin-palooza workshop to be held on March 2nd from 9 to 4 at the church.  After inspiring us with Ideas for Machine Quilting on Tuesday night, on Wednesday morning Michele Scott will give us hands on instruction in adding some pizzazz to our quilts with her fabulous new class “Bobbin-palooza”.  Here’s what Michele says about her class… 

“Why agonize over those breaking needles and shredded threads that you’ve bought for machine quilting put them in the bobbin when you can simply flip over the quilt and quilt it up-side-down?  In this class, we will problem solve your way through a multitude of decorative threads and yarns (yes, we do LOTS of couching!)  We’ll first try different tips and tricks I’ve acquired over the years to put the threads through the top; if that doesn’t work, we’ll bobbin-quilt it!  Get familiar with your machine and adjusting both top and bottom tension while learning all those cool quilting patterns that don’t need marking.  Other things we explore – free motion zigzag and a bit of fusible appliqué!  This is an information packed class!  We’ll also create a great wall hanging of threads and yarns to practice our new surface embellishment skills!”

20th Anniversary Block of the Month Quilt   


Ellen Pahl
Finished size: 62 1/2" x 75"

Finished blocks: 9" x 9"

Number of blocks: 12 monthly blocks and 20 setting blocks

Celebrate the 20th anniversary of our guild by making a block each month for the next year, along with 20 setting blocks.

This quilt is ideal for using up scraps, but yardages are given below if you want all of your background fabrics to be the same within the blocks. Yardage is also given for borders (finished width of 5 1/2") and matching setting triangles. Feel free to add more borders if you want a larger quilt, or use a medium or dark border fabric to create more of a frame around your quilt.

The quilt is adapted from the Cross-Country Quilt that appears in the book, Marsha McCloskey’s Block Party, published by Rodale in 1998.

To make each block of the month with the same background fabric, purchase:

1 1/2 yards of light print for blocks

For setting triangles and borders, purchase:


2 1/4 yards of light print 

You may want to wait until the blocks are made to decide on your borders. The yardage allows for borders to be cut lengthwise so no piecing is needed. 
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CUTTING ‘
From light, cut: L

2 rectangles, 2 3/4" x 5"

4 squares, 3 1/8" x 3 1/8"; cut in half diagonally once to make 8 triangles
1 square, 5 3/8" x 5 3/8"; cut in half diagonally once to make 2 triangles
(1 is extra)

From medium, cut:
1 square, 3 1/8" x 3 1/8"; cut in half diagonally once to make 2 triangles
1 square, 5 3/8" x 5 3/8"; cut in half diagonally once to make 2 triangles
(1 is extra)

From dark, cut:
3 squares, 3 1/8" x 3 1/8"; cut in half diagonally once to make 6 triangles

SEWING a . @ « i}“
1. Sew small light and dark triangles together
to make 6 half-square triangle units. Make 6.

2. Sew 2 small light triangles to one unit from
step T as shown. Sew this unit to the large
medium triangle.

3. Join half-square triangles from step 1 as Make 1 of each.
